CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Hamlett was seen regarding dementia with aggression and hypertension.

HISTORY: Mr. Hamlett is doing better here at the Pines than he was at the previous assisted living. However, he stills gets agitated.  He got better as time went on, but still at night gets agitated and he also needs help with sleeping. He denied any pain when asked.  He denied any chest pain, dizziness, shortness of breath or nausea. His blood pressure is normal. It has been running normal. There are no cardiac complaints.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, weight change, eye or ENT complaints, abdominal pain, chest pain, shortness of breath or cough. No dysuria.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He was not acutely distressed or ill appearing. He was cooperative with me this morning.  Vital Signs: Blood pressure 112/72, pulse 60, respiratory rate 17, and temperature 97.7. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves normal. Sensation intact.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Hamlett has still a bit of agitation at night.  He is much improved though from three to four months ago. We will cancel his trazodone 50 mg nightly instead of using it p.r.n. We will cancel dose of Xanax 0.5 mg at bedtime only, but not t.i.d p.r.n. He is on Xanax scheduled 0.25 mg twice a day at present.

2. Hypertension is stable and I will continue hydrochlorothiazide 12.5 mg daily, *__________* mg daily plus clonidine 0.2 mg twice a day.

3. He denies any other major physical symptoms at present.
