PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  General:  Appearance was normal.  HEENT:  Normal.  Neck:  Supple.  No JVD.  No lymphadenopathy.  Heart:  S1 and S2 audible.  Lungs:  Clear to auscultation.  No rales.  No wheezing.  Abdomen:  Soft and nontender.  Bowel sounds were positive.  Extremities:  Chronic edema both lower extremities.  Right hip tenderness over the superior aspect of the anterior ischium pelvic bone.

IMPRESSION:  Right hip / ischial pain. 
TREATMENT PLAN:  Discussed with the patient about her symptoms.  I have recommended applying ice and also Aspercreme with lidocaine twice a day.  We will reinitiate her home oxycodone as needed.  Continue other medications.  We will monitor her progress.  She will continue to work with PT/OT.  If she has any other symptoms or complaints, she will let the nurses know or call the office.
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
