CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came with a chief complaint of right knee swelling and followup for right knee arthritis.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she is feeling 60% better compared to last visit with her right knee pain and she had x-rays done. Results of x-ray reviewed with the patient in detail and also her son came along with her. The x-ray showed that she has no fracture, dislocation. However, she has severe degenerative changes in the right knee and perhaps has bone-to-bone contact.

The patient also has patellofemoral joint narrowing and there is mild moderate size joint effusion. Also, there is suspicion for loose bodies. All the questions answered to their satisfaction. They verbalized full understanding. Now, the patient stated that she is able to walk without any assistance; however, she has not tried going up and down the stairs.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema. Right knee examination reveals minimal joint effusion and range of movement is less painful and the patient is able to walk without any assistance.
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
