CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of rash on the scalp, snoring, and deformity of penis.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has rashes on and off and he was using triamcinolone cream with good relief. There is no bleeding or open wounds or abscesses.

The patient stated that his family told him that he snores and it has been going on for past several months. The patient does not have daytime sleepiness, but he feels fatigue.

The patient also stated that his penis is deformed and he could not perform sexual activity and he was seen by urologist few years ago.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied weight loss, dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to any infection or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, open wounds or depression.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-saturated fat, Lantus insulin 120 units every day, Apidra 18-20 units three times a day and Januvia 50 mg once a day.
The patient also has a history of coronary artery stent and he is on clopidogrel 75 mg once a day and aspirin 81 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on losartan 50 mg once a day along with low-salt diet. The patient has a history of diabetic neuropathy and he is on Lyrica 100 mg one tablet twice a day.
RECENT SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: None.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with wife and he has five adult children. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. His exercise is mostly walking and stretching and he is on low-carb healthy diet.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals less than 1 cm area of rash on the scalp without any bleeding or tenderness. There is no pus formation.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
RECTAL: Examination is unremarkable.
GENITALIA: Within normal limits.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

PSYCHOLOGIC: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.
SKIN: One or two patches of rash on the right arm and right leg.
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
