PATIENT NAME: Ora Baker

HISTORY OF PRESENTING ILLNESS
Ms. Ora Baker was a victim of automobile accident in a rear-ending accident that resulted in her having continuing pain in the upper back, lower back, into the left knee and headache. Overall pains are around 8. She is here for lumbar epidural steroid injection which could not be done due to some issues at the office emergencies. She is following through with physical therapy. She reports 40% relief so far with the various pain medication and pain injection procedures. ADLs are affected as follows: Work and relationship with people is affected 8; enjoyment of life is affected 9; general activity, mood and walking ability are affected 7; sleep is affected 7.
ADDITIONAL HISTORY: In the last 30 days, the patient has had no changes in the pain level and no changes in the medical history, surgical history, hospitalization or weight loss.
CURRENT PAIN MEDICATIONS: No pain medication except Norco has been provided.
SUBSTANCE ABUSE: The patient uses marijuana, but no other substances.
COMPLIANCE HISTORY: The patient is fully compliant to the pain medicine regimen.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS
Neurology / Psyche: The patient reports dizziness, vertigo, headaches, vision disturbance, fatigue, loss of equilibrium, lack of concentration, poor grades at work, anxiety and panic. She denies any loss of memory, vision problems, or loss of balance.

Pain/ Numbness: The patient has ongoing pain in the ankle and feet on the left side. Pain in the left knee, pain in the left hip, neck and lower back as well as occasional pain in the left wrist and hand and difficulty walking.

GI: The patient suffers from nausea, stomach pain, difficulty in swallowing. No vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, digestive problem, or incontinence of bowels reported.
GU: The patient reports no incontinence of the urine, frequency, painful urination or blood in the urine. 
Respiratory: The patient reports no asthma, trouble breathing, coughing, or shortness of breath, but does suffer from chest pain.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

VITALS: Blood pressure 145/90, pulse 68, temperature 98.1, and pulse oximetry 99%.

GENERAL REVIEW: The patient is a 65-year-old African American female of a good built and nutrition, alert, oriented, cooperative, conscious, sitting comfortably. She is utilizing a Rollator walker and she also has a cane to walk with for adaptive devices. The patient is otherwise well built, poorly nourished. Hydration is normal. No acute distress, shortness of breath, or severe pain facies observed. The patient does not have any anxiety or lethargy. The patient has good attitude and demeanor. The dress and hygiene is normal. This patient is able to use a Rollator walker for ambulation although the gait is not extremely painful. 
MUSCULATURE EXAMINATION: Musculature examination shows spasm in the paravertebral region bilaterally from neck, mid back, and lower back, as well as in the upper trapezius muscles. 

MUSCULOSKELETAL EXAMINATION:

Inspection: The entire spine has normal curvature and alignment. No scars noticed.

Palpation: There is no scoliosis or abnormal kyphosis or hump back. The pelvic iliac crest height is equal. No pelvic tilt is noticed.

Spine Tenderness: Noticed in the area of L4-L5 and bilateral sacroiliac joints.

PVM Spasm and tenderness: The paravertebral muscle spasm is noticed from C2-L5 in the neck, mid back, upper back, lower back bilaterally on the paravertebral muscles with no tenderness.

PVM Hypertonicity: There is 1+ hypertonicity. 
ROM:
Cervical Spine ROM: Limited. Forward flexion 40, extension 40, bilateral side flexion 40, and bilateral rotation 30 degrees.

Lumbar Spine ROM: Forward flexion 30, extension 15, bilateral side flexion 15, bilateral rotation 15 degrees. Hyperextension is not painful.

MANEUVERS TO IDENTIFY & REPRODUCE PAIN:
Cervical Spine: Hoffmann sign is negative. Spurling sign is negative. Lhermitte test is negative. Distraction test is negative. Soto-Hall test is negative. Myelopathy signs are absent.
Thoracic Spine: Roos test (1st thoracic nerve stretch) is positive. Slump test is negative. 

Lumbar Spine: Brudzinski-Kernig test positive. Straight leg raising test bilaterally (Lasègue’s test) is positive at 45 degrees. Contralateral leg raise test (Cross leg test) is positive bilaterally. Bragard maneuver is positive. Kemp test positive. Babinski test negative.

Sacro-Iliac Joint: Bilateral sacroiliac joints are tender. Iliac compression test is positive. Distraction test is positive. FABER test is positive bilaterally. Gaenslen test is positive bilaterally. Trendelenburg’s sign is negative.
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EXTREMITIES (UPPER and LOWER): Except for both shoulders, both wrists, and both knees, rest of the extremities are warm to touch and well perfused. Motor power is 5/5 and reflexes are completely normal. No tenderness, pedal edema, contusions, lacerations, muscle spasm, or varicose veins noticed. ROM for all joints is normal except for both shoulders, both knees, and both wrists. Quick test is negative. No leg length discrepancy is noticed.

SHOULDERS: Examination of the left shoulder reveals that the contour of the shoulder is completely normal. No dislocation. Maximum range of motion abduction is 90 degrees with pain and most of the pain is felt in the rotator cuff region. The pain level is 8 in a resting phase. In the right shoulder, the pain level is 5 and range of motion of the shoulder on the right is up to 180 degrees without any pain. The motor power is 4/5 in the left shoulder and on examination for special testing we find that there is a positive Hawkins-Kennedy test as well as drop arm test is positive. Anterior posterior apprehension is positive. Speed test and Neer tests are positive.

HANDS & WRISTS: In the hand and wrist on the left side, it is found that on inspection there is no swelling, deviation, muscle atrophy, ulcer, wound, or fracture. Color of the skin of the left wrist and hand is completely normal. No angulation deformity is found.

There is a moderate muscle weakness 4/5, poor grip due to the pain. Atrophy of thenar prominence not present. Ranges of motions are normal on passive and active motions. Reflexes are normal. Grip is poor. Motor power 4/5. Sensations are intact. Peripheral pulses are intact. Peripheral circulation is normal. Tinel sign and Phalen is positive for carpal tunnel.

On the right wrist and right hand, it is found that the patient has a normal appearing wrist although there is a bruise on the right wrist especially covering the entire wrist for which the patient has taken picture as a result of trauma after hitting the steering wheel. There is no major swelling, deviation, muscle atrophy, ulcer, wound, or fracture although the skin of the right wrist is normal except for the contusion. Muscle weakness is present 4/5. Atrophy of thenar prominence is not present. Motor power is 4/5. Sensations are intact. Grip is slightly poor due to the pain. Reflexes are normal. Peripheral pulses are intact. Tinel sign and Phalen sign is again positive on the right hand and wrist.

HIPS: Examination of the left hip shows there is a minimal tenderness in the greater trochanter region associated with swelling and spasm of the nearby muscles. There is no contracture. Alignment is normal. No contusion or any bruises noticed. Range of motion of the hip is completely active movement. Range of motion is normal at flexion 140 degrees, extension 140 and external and internal rotation is 40 degrees. Motor strength is normal. Valgus/varus abnormalities are absent. There is no leg length discrepancy noticed. Log roll, Ely test and Thomas test are found negative. Patrick sign is negative.
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KNEES: Bilateral knee joints are examined and the patient has been complaining of pain. In the knee joint, we find there is no scar, erythema, but the knee joints are normally appearing. Minimal tenderness more on the left side is present and also there is a contusion of the left leg that has been present, felt like an organized hematoma. No crepitus, grinding noise, or popping noise are heard in the knee joint on both sides. Ranges of motions are completely normal at flexion being 135 degrees. Collateral ligaments are found intact. Motor power is completely normal 5/5. Valgus/varus abnormalities are absent. Anterior and posterior drawer, McMurray signs, Steinman, and patellar apprehension are found each of them negative.

GAIT: The gait is abnormal in the sense the patient is unstable due to various issues. She has been using a Rollator walker due to her being fragile and cancer patient who is undergoing various investigations.
