REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies secondary infection. Denies discharge or bleeding from site.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Chin: Sutures in good repair. No secondary infection. No edema. No erythema. Site is not hot to touch. No discharge or bleeding. No tenderness to palpation.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

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PROCEDURE: I am using a #11 blade and pick up. Using a # 11 blade and pick-up, # 7 sutures were removed without complications. The patient tolerated procedure well. A Band-Aid was placed on site just for reinforcement. He was educated on home care to return to the clinic if he has swelling, redness, bleeding, discharge, or increased pain. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
