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Ms. Saenz is a chronically ill 66-year-old female who has multiple problems including:

1. Long-standing diabetes mellitus.
2. Hypertension.
3. Hyperlipidemia.
4. Diabetic neuropathy.
The patient is currently undergoing EGD and colonoscopy with Dr. Derbes. The patient has seen the cardiologist. The patient has seen an eye doctor and found to have nonproliferative severe retinopathy in the eyes. She has chronic lumbar disc problems and complains of radiculopathic pain on both legs. She used to see Dr. Corey Gill before for back pain and he prescribed her some lidocaine patches. I told her not to misuse lidocaine patch as she can get lidocaine toxicity. She will see the covering doctor for Dr. Corey Gill as Dr. Gill is not practicing at all. The patient has this chronic back pain with chronic disc problem and it was decided that the patient should do physical therapy or go and see a pain management. The patient states she would rather do physical therapy. An order was sent to St. Joseph Physical Therapy for back pain with radiculopathic pain on both legs. To note, the patient is not using a cane for ambulation.
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
