She is on propranolol for that, but it is not making that much of a difference. I got a letter from Signify Health that they had done ABI on her and her results were significantly abnormal. I think senses like 0.25 on both legs. She needs to see a vascular surgeon to be sure if something can be done or not. In the past, when the patient had complained of prior low ABIs, I did start her on cilostazol, but as the ABI is getting worse I think consultation or further evaluation from a vascular surgeon is in effect. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
