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Donna had given me two numbers of her two daughters and she states her daughters are aware of her problems. One of her daughter was there two weeks ago or one month ago. Had cleaned up quite a bit of the house that she had was a hoarder and the patient states she was very upset that she threw away things that could fetch her money. The patient was in a good shape when she was made, but husband died of blood cancer. Ms. Donna then had found a friend who was kind of helping take care of her, but apparently he had a sudden death and so Donna is left without any support system. I called Laura, the patient’s daughter. Laura was aware of her mother’s problems. She states the Adult Protection Services called her today and stated they are closing the case. She told me herself that she lives in League City, which is way far and she understands her mother’s situation, but she herself has chronic problems like 10 knee surgeries and hip surgeries and she will not be able to visit her often, but she is making arrangements where she could be moved to League City where the mother would be closer to her. She is going to send her children to look into her affairs again and I told her that she is a very high risk for sudden death because of her situation. She is also aware of the paranoid where Ms. Carlisle stated somebody throws light beams in her house through the windows and that she collected 30 cats and feeds them. Last time the Adult Protection Service noted that Ms. Carlisle did not let them come into the house. So I had a lengthy discussion with Ms. Lara, and she is aware of the situation and she understands her mother’s problems. Ms. Laura stated that her other sister Debbie is not interested in taking care of her mother because she lived too far and that it was only up to Laura to help her mother as much as she can. I also called and talked to Debbie at Humana.
She is a nurse who can provide social services and all other kinds of help that is available for Humana clients. Explained the situation and I said home healthcare is not the answer for Ms. Donna Carlisle, who needs help in cleaning up, cleaning her apartment, cleaning her clothes, getting her some proper food to eat, and I felt that assisted living would be the best situation. Donna at Humana said she is going to put all the assistance that she has to be active at this time to help Ms. Carlisle. I have four prescriptions for Ms. Carlisle that came from the pharmacy. I am afraid to give her any prescription especially of furosemide without blood work. I conveyed that to daughter Debbie at Humana. The maximum I could give her was refill her thyroid. It is a situation where you do it and you dammed and don’t do it and you are dammed. At this time I am going to hold off one more day till I see what Humana has to offer. We are going to tell her to go for a complete lab work. If the labs are good, I will be able to send her the prescriptions. Somehow I did not get refill for thyroid from the pharmacy.
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
