Esther Orji was seen for evaluation of hypercalcemia.

She was found to have an elevated calcium level and PTH in the recent past.

There are no major symptoms of hypercalcemia apart from occasional aches and cramps and hoarseness, which he has had for many years.

There is no bowel dysfunction and no history of kidney stones.

Past history is significant for hysterectomy.

Family history is negative for calcium or glandular problems.

She does not have children.

She plans to travel to Nigeria in the next few weeks for evaluation for infertility and possible in vitro fertilization.

Social History: She does not smoke or drink alcohol and is currently on no medication.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 152/82, weight 176 pounds, and BMI is 29.8. Pulse was 70 per minute. The thyroid gland was not enlarged and there were no abnormal lymph nodes or masses palpable in the neck. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

I have reviewed recent lab study showing calcium level of 10.9 and PTH level of 186, both significantly elevated.

IMPRESSION: Hypercalcemia likely secondary to primary hyperparathyroidism.

A parathyroid imaging study is planned in the near future and a consultation with Dr. Beth Kimball with a view towards parathyroidectomy is planned for later this week.
