SUBJECTIVE: The patient is being seen in televisit for diagnosis of COVID-19. The patient started having symptoms last night with thickening of his throat, nose drip, congestion, and low-grade feverishness. No chills. No headache. He is not feeling with body aches. His wife has been diagnosed with COVID for the last week or so.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Kidney transplant living related donated by his wife from May 29, 2020. His last GFR is 52 mL/min.

2. Chronic atrial fibrillation.

3. Hypothyroidism.

4. History of Bell’s palsy in the past.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes back surgery, cataract surgery, retrograde cystoscopies, repair of hydrocele, inguinal hernia repair, lithotripsy in the past, peritoneal dialysis catheter insertion, nephrostomy tube placement, prostatectomy, kidney biospy, retinal detachment surgery, and thyroidectomy.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father with kidney disease. Brother with diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married with three children. No smoking. No alcohol use. No illicit drug use.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and include the following: Alendronate, Eliquis, calcium carbonate, Zyrtec, vitamin D3, docusate, flecainide, levothyroxine, magnesium oxide, mycophenolate, prednisone, tacrolimus, and Incruse Ellipta.
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ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Acute COVID-19 syndrome/SARS CoV-2 infection. The patient will be treated with early treatment protocol with ivermectin, doxycycline, zinc, vitamin C, vitamin D, famotidine, melatonin, and albuterol metered dose inhaler.  The patient was instructed ivermectin is not FAD approved for treatment of COVID and it is being used as off label here. He agrees to proceed with treatment. The patient will call me in 48-hours if he does not feel any better. We will do a televisit with him and followup in one week.
