PATIENT NAME: Jacobo, Delva

DATE OF SERVICE: 06/07/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient has a cough, chills, and chest congestion from yesterday. Her O2 saturation was 96% in room air. The patient tested positive for COVID-19 today and she was seen by video visit.

PLAN: We advised patient to go to the emergency room as she has multiple risk factor including diabetes mellitus, end-stage renal disease, and history of chills. She had only taken two doses of COVID-19 vaccine. She did not take booster. However, the patient does not want to go to the emergency room. We could not give Paxlovid because she has GFR less than 30. Zithromax 500 mg daily was ordered for seven days. Bromfed DM cough syrup is also ordered. The patient advised to go to the emergency room if her condition get worse. The patient’s daughter is a nurse and we spoke with her also.
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
