PATIENT NAME: Anaya, Daniel

DATE OF SERVICE: 06/08/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stopped taking Farxiga as it caused rash. The patient has an erectile dysfunction and he wants to be referred to Lubbock Urology Clinic and we will refer him there with Dr. Beck as requested by him through HMO Blues. The patient’s blood sugars are 95 to 170 at home. However, his recent blood test showed blood sugar of 103 with hemoglobin A1c of 9.8. The patient’s fasting blood sugar is well but his postprandial sugar will be high.

PLAN: we will add Novolin R 6 units before breakfast, 6 units before lunch, and 6 units before supper. He will call us with blood sugar and we will adjust the dose of insulin. He will continue Novolin N insulin at 40 units in the morning and 20 units in the evening as before. The patient will be seen again in three months. The patient will have blood test before next visit.
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
