Later, they were seen at Carbon Clinic in Austin 512-910-3932 and had x-rays done. Those results are being sent us at this time.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: SULFA and PENICILLIN.
FAMILY HISTORY: Thyroid disease.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient is still complaining of neck pain. She does have some right-sided chest wall pain, right-sided arm pain, some paresthesia and symptoms of radiculopathy in the right arm. Also, she is having a bruise on the abdominal wall, chest wall as well as sternum and the left hand is hurting currently, which was not x-rayed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

Records indicate chest wall pain on palpation as well as no bruising, left hand swelling as well.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Chest wall pain.

2. Neck pain.

3. Neck sprain/strain.

4. Chest wall pain, most likely musculoskeletal.

5. Start the patient on physical therapy regarding her neck pain.

6. Review x-rays.

7. Obtain a CT if pain continues in face of negative x-rays.

8. X-ray left hand, which has not been done.
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
