1. Cough.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 44-year-old gentleman who comes in today with the above-mentioned symptoms for the past three to four days.

He has never had COVID vaccination, but has had COVID in the past.

His symptoms associated with cough, congestion, fever and night sweats.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke. Does not drink alcohol. He is a field tech for WPI in Conroe, Texas.

FAMILY HISTORY: Strongly positive for stroke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 263 pounds, up 4 pounds. O2 sat 94 to 98%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 89. Blood pressure 135/82.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
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NECK: Shows no JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2 with a 2/6 systolic ejection murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. He does have copious amount of lymphadenopathy in his neck that is the concern regarding his neck swelling.

2. Nausea improved.

3. Gassy abdomen on ultrasound.

4. Sore throat.

5. Treated with Rocephin 1 g, Decadron 8 mg and a Z-PAK and a Medrol Dosepak.

6. Come back in seven days.

7. Check blood work.

8. History of heart murmur. Echocardiogram shows no significant valvular disturbances.

9. Family history of stroke. Carotid ultrasound is within normal limits.

10. The patient’s findings were discussed with the patient before leaving the clinic.
