CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Cough.

2. Congestion.

3. Headache.

4. Swelling in the neck.

5. Nausea.

6. Vomiting.

7. Diarrhea.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 26-year-old gentleman with history of neurocardiogenic syncope. He is on midodrine 5 mg twice a day. He was told by his cardiologist sometime ago that he needs an echocardiogram for followup.

Recently, he has developed nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, cough and congestion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Neurocardiogenic syncope.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Oral surgery and elbow surgery.

ALLERGIES: None.

COVID IMMUNIZATION: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke. Does not drink. Married. He is here with his wife and a kid. He works with fiberoptic cables.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 138 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97.6. Respirations 16. Pulse 81. Blood pressure 114/65.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. A 2/6 systolic ejection murmur noted.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. History of neurocardiogenic syncope.

2. Echocardiogram is within normal limits.
3. No valvular abnormality noted.

4. Nausea and vomiting.

5. Abdominal exam is negative.

6. Abdominal ultrasound is negative.

7. Carotid ultrasound is within normal limits in face of syncope.

8. Positive copious lymphadenopathy in the neck noted.

9. Abdominal ultrasound, kidney, liver and gallbladder within normal limits.

10. Rocephin 1 g now.

11. Decadron 8 mg now for acute sinusitis.

12. Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak to start later tonight.

13. Nausea and vomiting continues to return.
14. Diarrhea and nausea and vomiting have already improved since yesterday.
15. Findings discussed with the patient at length before leaving the clinic.
