The patient with history of cough and sore throat post being into lake three days ago and now has sores all over his body with new ones.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough and congestion with questionable sore throat for the past three days post water aspiration at boat rounds three days ago before got sick.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Sores on his body also with onset post being at lake with new lesions appearing according to mother. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx noted, otherwise within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion except for a few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness and restricted range of motion. Skin: With scattered oval lesions with superficial excoriation in trunk and extremities measuring 1-3 cm. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Strep screen was obtained which is negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis without strep and also impetigo.

PLAN: The patient was given prescriptions for Bactrim and mupirocin and advised to use diluted Betadine soaks with followup as needed.
