CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of right ear pain and right jaw pain for a month.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with complaints of pain right ear and right jaw for the past month, increased with eating and also complains of frequent diarrhea 10 or more times a day for the past two to four weeks with associated vomiting with intermittent abdominal pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, asthma, TMJ problems, bipolar and rheumatoid arthritis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Has had hysterectomy.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

ALLERGIES: THEOPHYLLINE.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight swelling with marked tenderness to right tympanic membrane area with painful range of motion. External auditory canal negative for inflammation or exudates. Tympanic membrane without evidence of infection. Neck: Without adenopathy or masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Diffuse and mild tenderness with 2-3+ tenderness on left upper and left lower quadrant with guarding and questionable slight rebound. Skin: Without lesions or rash. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Abdominal pain, possible gastroenteritis, TMJ joint disorder, rheumatoid arthritis, bipolar disorder.
PLAN: Because of abdominal pain and discomfort with history of prolonged diarrhea with vomiting and possibility of intraabdominal pathology including diverticulitis, the patient was advised to go to emergency room for further evaluation and probable CAT scan. Primary doctor is in Kingwood and other doctors are there also. The patient is to go to Kingwood Hospital emergency room for additional evaluation and CAT scan.
