CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of numbness and tingling in both the legs, sticky right eye, and followup for cerebellopontine angle mass.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has been feeling numb and tingling in both the feet as it is mostly in the nighttime and the patient had these symptoms on and off for past few months and is progressing. The patient however is able to walk.

The patient has stickiness of the right eye and he uses azithromycin 1% eye ointment with good relief and has been using it for past several months and the patient needs refill. He has no double vision. The patient has appointment with eye doctor.

The patient came today as a followup for cerebellopontine angle mass and he does not have any headaches and his dizziness is controlled.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, sore throat, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, skin rashes or seizures.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg one and half tablet everyday along with low-salt diet. The patient has a history of anxiety disorder and he is on alprazolam 0.5 mg once a day as needed.
The patient has a history of constipation and he is on MiraLax 17 g powder mix in water use as needed.
The patient has a history of benign prostatic hypertrophy and he is on tamsulosin 0.4 mg once a day as per the urologist.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he has five children. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use or substance abuse and his exercise mostly walking and he is on healthy diet.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant redness of the right eye. He has post surgical changes of the upper eyelid.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmurs and it improved after resting.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema or tremors. Sensory function is intact bilaterally and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance. However, his gait is slow.
