CHIEF COMPLAINT: Wheezing and right-sided neck pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he felt wheezing yesterday when he was asleep, but in the daytime he is fine and he has used inhaler yesterday two puffs. The patient had mild cough without any sputum production.
The patient complained of right-sided neck pain. He had old cervical spine x-ray showed degenerative joint disease.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color or skin rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema or tremors.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals minimal tenderness of the right cervical soft tissue without any deformity.
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
