SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 62-year-old gentleman.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Atrial fibrillation diagnosed in 2009. He had multiple DC cardioversion at that time and ended up having an atrial fibrillation ablation in 2017 very successfully. Three days ago, he started having recurrence of his atrial fibrillation after he had insomnia for two days. He saw Dr. Rashid, cardiology had an EKG done and was told to start metoprolol and Eliquis and to come back for an echo. Also, the patient has history of hypertension now off medications. He was on amlodipine and benazepril. Now, he is trying to manage with lifestyle changes and diet modification and weight loss. Also, he has history of benign prostatic hypertrophy.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes three shoulder surgeries and multiple orthopedic surgeries after car accident.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married with two daughters. No smoking. No alcohol. No drug use. He works in management.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory. He gets a Moderna COVID vaccine in January 2020 another one in February 2020. His weight is currently 245 pounds.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Recurrence of atrial fibrillation maybe related to spike protein toxicity from vaccinations for COVID-19 and Moderna vaccine. We will try to do a detox of spike protein with ivermectin and intermittent fasting. The patient will receive 25 mg of ivermectin daily for one month as per FLCCC. I recover post vaccine injury protocol. The patient was advised that ivermectin is not FDA approved to treat or to detox from spike protein, but it is being used as off label therapy and he is agreeable to proceed. The patient will have his baseline workup done by his cardiologist reviewed. If there is anything else that is needed, we are going to order labs for that.
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The patient is going to follow up with me in around one month and as needed in between.
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
