Holter Report

The patient’s heart rate varied from 44 to about 120 beats per minute. There were frequent single and two PVCs in a row plus there were episodes of three, four, five, six, seven, and eight beats episodes of nonsustained ventricular tachycardia. There was also one episode of 15 beats nonsustained ventricular tachycardia and there were about three episodes of nine beat nonsustained ventricular tachycardia. All the ventricular tachycardia happened at a rate of about 110 bpm and the patient was asymptomatic. There were few PACs. There were also episodes of two and three PACs in a row. There was one episode of four PACs at 90 beats per minutes and another episode of five PACs at 110 bpm.

The patient remained asymptomatic throughout the Holter recording
Initial Impression:
1. Episodes of nonsustained ventricular tachycardia from three beats to nine beats at rate of 110 bpm.
2. One episode of 15 beat nonsustained ventricular tachycardia at 110 bpm.
3. Frequent episodes of single PVCs in two PVCs in a row.
4. Single PAC, two and three PACs in a row.
5. Also note there were one episode of four PACs in a row at 90 bpm and one episode of five PACs in a row at 110 bpm.
6. The patient asymptomatic throughout the Holter recording.
7. *__________* showed multifocal atrial tachycardia and there was another episode of 5 beat multifocal atrial tachycardia.
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
