PATIENT NAME: Fernandez, Martha

DATE OF SERVICE: 06/08/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient monitors blood sugars at home and they are acceptable in the morning. We looked and blood test done two days ago on June 7, 2022 at Medical Center Hospital. Her fasting blood sugar was 123, but her hemoglobin A1c was 10.2. The patient did not take Trulicity because she was returning fluid with it. She did not call us.

PLAN: The patient will continue Toujeo 58 units in the morning and 58 units in the evening and Humalog 24 units before each meal. In addition, the patient was started on Januvia 100 mg daily. The patient was seen by Dr. Mayans and was given antibiotic drugs and steroids for right eye corneal ulcer. The patient lost vision, but she improved with drops. She was also seen by specialist at Lubbock and there are going to see her again in six months. Her vision is improving. The patient will get CBC, CMP, lipid panel, free T4, TSH, hemoglobin A1c, vitamin B12 level, and vitamin D level in about three months. The patient is not taking tramadol at present. She will be seen again in four months. She is advised to lose weight by diet.
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
