History: Ms. Kellar was seen today. She has:

1. Hypertension.

2. Atrial arrhythmias.

3. Congestive heart failure.

4. Has a WATCHMAN device in her chest for atrial fibrillation.
5. She has problem with both hips, but she feels her left hip is hurting her too much and is radiating to left leg. She may have some trouble.

She has had some workup of her back in the past and not of the hip. I have advised her to see St. Joseph Orthopedics, Dr. Veazey for left hip pain. The patient’s med list reconciled. The patient had a cardiology consult with Dr. Schwartz today. The patient underwent electrical cardioversion and states she has no further palpitations. Her blood pressure is controlled.
Past Medical History: Has included:

1. Pulmonary emboli.

2. Labyrinthitis.

3. High cholesterol.

4. TMJ.

5. Glaucoma.

6. Hyperlipidemia.

7. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.

Past Surgical History:
1. She has had cholecystectomy.

2. Gastric bypass.

3. Cardioversion.

Medications: Her medicines include:

1. Eliquis 5 mg twice a day for five weeks only.

2. Tramadol 50 mg once a day p.r.n.

3. Glaucoma eye drops.

4. Pantoprazole 40 mg delayed release once a day.

5. Metoprolol succinate ER 25 mg once a day.

6. Rosuvastatin 10 mg once a day.

7. Flecainide 50 mg one and half tablets by mouth twice a day.

8. Nifedipine ER 30 mg once a day.
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Social History: She is a nonsmoker.
Plan: The patient is set up for an echocardiogram and EKG in December for paroxysmal atrial fibrillation. So, the patient will see orthopedic and I will see her in the office in about six weeks.
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
