HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 30-year-old woman with obesity. The patient denies chest pain, shortness of breath, dizziness, palpitation or syncope. The patient’s electrocardiogram showed sinus rhythm with non-specific T-wave changes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 113/74 mmHg, pulse 87, respirations 16, and weight 203 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Abnormal electrocardiogram.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has abnormal electrocardiogram; however, the patient is totally asymptomatic. The patient underwent exercise treadmill test, which was negative for ischemia, angina and arrhythmia. Nonspecific electrocardiogram changes are not significant and the patient is asymptomatic. I will follow the patient if needed in the future.
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
