Thank you for referring Ms. Julian Insinga for Infectious Disease evaluation.
As you know, the patient was recently diagnosed with hepatitis C and results have verified the pathogen to be genotype 1a.

Currently, there are no approved medications for hepatitis C during pregnancy. Based on current guidelines, she will need to wait to initiate antiviral therapy. She has been advised to have all potential contacts traced and tested. There is no indication for routine cesarean section at this time. She has been given an appointment for followup after the pregnancy so that she can get treated.

In summary, no treatment is indicated for the hepatitis C at present and a cesarean section is not recommended at this time.

Further recommendations will be made and forwarded to your attention.
