HPI: A 93-year-old sitting up in his wheelchair, made eye contact. When asked remembered who I was, that I was their doctor, propelled himself over to where I was visiting with his wife. He is able to help give information about his wife, appears more relaxed than usual. He is generally very concerned about her or agitated by her. I was contacted earlier this month about the patient having red irritated eyes and he was started on EES ophthalmic ointment to right eye for seven days with resolution. The patient denies any untreated pain, is sleeping okay, appetite stable, no falls.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia, expressive aphasia with visual deficits post CVA, OA, GERD, HTN, HOH with hearing aids, HLD and insomnia.
MEDICATIONS: Coreg 12.5 mg h.s., KCl 10 mEq q.d., Pepcid 40 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., Flomax q.d., melatonin 3 mg h.s., Senna q.d., ABH gel 2/25/2 mg/mL 1 mL b.i.d., meloxicam 7.5 mg q.d., Benicar 20 mg q.d., Detrol 4 mg ER, D2 50,000 units q. week.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.
DIET: Regular, thin liquid and Ensure b.i.d.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: A thin, frail, elderly male interested in what his wife had to say when seen.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 158/93. Pulse 73. Temperature 97.7. Respirations 18. Weight 142 pounds.

HEENT: His hair is not combed. He has his corrective lenses in place. He has not shaved in a few days and no eye redness noted.

RESPIRATORY: He has a good effort. Clear lung fields. Symmetric excursion. No cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Thin and frail appearing, but propels his chair within the room. He does have ankle and dorsum of feet edema trace to +1.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Conjunctivitis resolved.
2. CMP review. T protein is 5.9. He does have Ensure. We will encourage him to drink additional. Albumin WNL at 3.6. Remainder of CMP normal.
3. Anemia per CBC, H&H are 12.6 and 40.1 with normal indices and comparison labs are not in the chart, but these appear stable and he has no CV compromise.
