CC: Spoke with son and medication clarification.
HPI: A 91-year-old female seen initially on 05/24/2022, when I was asked to assume her care. At that time, medications were reviewed and there were several on her MAR that the med aide for her floor reported had not been taken by the patient in some time as son had stated he wanted them discontinued due to cost and some were supplemental. When she was seen, her one son was present whose name I do not recall. He was quiet and did not give input unless his mother asked him to help her with some she could not remember. Today, the POA Davis Skaggs was contacted. I spoke with him after he had voiced to other staff being upset about medications being discontinued and that his brother had no POA influence, so should not have been giving instruction regarding mother’s care. Today, when he was contacted, I spoke with him speakerphone, nurses that he had taken issue with were also listening and they are Lacey and Lisa as well as Willie Ferguson and Pam, the DON. After explanation of the medications that were discontinued he acknowledged that they were meds that he felt she no longer needed and others that were costly and Boniva, which her previous PCP felt she could take a break from and did not need to be getting.
MEDICATIONS: Going forward, medications are melatonin 10 mg h.s., losartan 50 mg q.d., Namenda 5 mg b.i.d., Zoloft 75 mg q.d., Singulair h.s. and MiraLAX q.d. p.r.n. Son voiced being in agreement with those medications continuing.
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
