CC: Increased agitation.
HPI: An 83-year-old with dementia residing in AL with planned move to MC seen in room wife present as per usual. The patient was having aggressive behaviors resisting care. Haldol started at 0.5 mg q.d. with an additional p.r.n. dose throughout the day. The patient has been on this a couple of days and it has shown benefit per staff and as I witnessed in the room. The patient remains ambulatory, he can be unsteady, but will get up and move about and without following redirection that has also decreased. Wife states that he has not really taken to any of the people around him that are taking care of him, pointed out that she is here every day throughout the day; on one hand to help temper his behavior, but at the same time there is a co-dependency thing clearly in place and I told her that once he was in Memory Care she needed to start decreasing the amount of time that she comes to the facility.
DIAGNOSES: Dementia unspecified, advanced, depression, BPSD.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Zoloft 100 mg q.d., Depakote 250 mg q.a.m. and Haldol 0.5 mg q.a.m. with a p.r.n. dose.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated quietly in room, made limited eye contact.
NEURO: Orientation x 1-2. He can speak, does so just a few words at a time, did not speak today when seen.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He moves limbs in a normal range of motion, is ambulatory without assistive device. No lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. He has some bruising on his arms. No skin tears.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dementia with increasing BPSD. Haldol in place has helped to temper that and, once he gets to MC, then we will kind of sort out what his medication needs are. I have also encouraged wife to stay away once he is in there to give him a few days to acclimate.
