CC: Increased anxiety.

HPI: A 78-year-old with a history of MS and MCI, seen in room after Traditions Hospice who follows her for dementia stated that she was having increased anxiety. The patient was seated in her chair, she was talking when I came into the room to herself aloud and I told her who I was and I asked her if I could help her and she continued with random comment. She shares the apartment with her husband who apparently had gone out of the room to do something and she was crying stating that he was not going to come back etc. Reassured her and asked if she was hurting anywhere which she never really gave an answer to. I spoke with hospice and the recommendation is for ABH gel, which I am in agreement with.

DIAGNOSES: Multiple sclerosis diagnosed in 2000 with right side hemiparesis, cognitive impairment which is progressed since seen last July, paroxysmal AFib, HTN, depression and OAB.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Distressed female sitting down crying and talking, but it was random and out of context.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/70, pulse 73, temperature 98.3, and respirations 18.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Increased anxiety per hospice. It is actually Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL 0.5 mL q.6h. p.r.n. with the staff to contact hospice if they are uncomfortable with making that assessment.
