HPI: A 91-year-old with unspecified dementia, recent behavioral issues in the form of resistance to care; she will then attempt to bite or scratch, pull hair of staff providing care. She is not redirectable when in this mood and, at times, it carries over to when she is out on the unit with other residents.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia with new BPSD.

MEDICATIONS: Alphagan OU b.i.d., bethanechol 25 mg q.d., BuSpar 7.5 mg t.i.d., Depakote 125 mg q.d. will be increased to t.i.d., glucosamine b.i.d., lisinopril 20 mg q.d., melatonin 3 mg h.s., MiraLAX q.o.d., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., MVI q.d. and Norco 7.5/325 mg q.4h. routine.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

HOSPICE: Suncrest Hospice.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and walking around the unit in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/59, pulse 72, temperature 97.4, respirations 18, and O2 sat 93%.
NEURO Orientation x1, looks about, occasionally speaks, content random and out of context, and does not follow directions.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Steady and upright. No LEE.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with fair turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. BPSD. Depakote delayed-release one tablet t.i.d.
2. Pain management. Tramadol 50 mg q.6h. p.r.n. We will evaluate to see if needed for routine dosing.
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
