HPI: A 90-year-old seen in room. She was napping comfortably but awakened and cooperative to physical exam. She has had no falls or other acute medical events of this. When asked she denied any aches or pains and no needs.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, hypothyroid, HTN, dry eye syndrome, OA, peripheral neuropathy, wedge compression fracture thoracic vertebrae, and fracture unspecified part right femur neck.

ALLERGIES: SULFA, ANCEF, and GENTAMICIN.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 500 mg q.i.d., calcium 600 mg b.i.d., Docusate b.i.d., Aricept 10 mg q.d., gabapentin 600 mg q.d., levothyroxine 125 mcg q.d., MVI q.d., MiraLax q.d., Refresh tears q.i.d., Norco 5/325 mg p.r.n.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/80, pulse 78, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and weight 124 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Clear lung fields. No cough symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. No lower extremity edema. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion. Did not observe weight bearing.

NEURO: Orientation x2. Today, she appeared confused and took her little bit to get refocused and she only said a word or two and did not ask questions or voice needs.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 60 day note, patient stable. She has had no acute medical issues of this. Just continue with care as is.
