HPI: An 86-year-old seen sitting out in the common area playing a card game with two other residents. She was alert and pleasant, well groomed and able to give information. The patient denied having any issues that she could think of has had no acute medical events or falls and overall states that she feels good. Staff report that she comes out for all meals and is social.

DIAGNOSES: MCI stable, HTN, HLD, allergic rhinitis, and loss of left eye vision due to CVA left ophthalmic artery.

ALLERGIES: PCN.
MEDICATIONS: Coreg 25 mg a.m. and 5 p.m., losartan 100 mg h.s., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s., Zetia 2 mg q.d., and D3 1000 units q.d.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient well groomed and pleasant.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 166/85, pulse 50, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and weight 142 pounds.
HEENT: Corrective lenses in place. Conjunctivae clear. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Supple.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort symmetric excursion with clear lung fields and no cough.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. No lower extremity edema. He is ambulatory with a walker.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. 60 day note. She has been stable was in no acute medical events or falls and not yet due for annual labs.
2. HTN. Today’s readings are high, we will have BP check daily for the next two weeks, with that faxed to my office and a decision about medication adjustment.
