CC: Vaginal discharge.

HPI: An 86-year-old with advanced unspecified dementia that continues to progress. The patient had an episode earlier in the week of discharge noted on her brief that appeared to be a dull red in color the question of whether it came from vaginal or rectal area unclear. This occurred one time while I was there checking patient she did have discharge again this time it is light yellow gray. No blood noted and fairly copious amount. The patient does not appear in pain or discomfort. No noted behavioral issues.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia with progression, new vaginal discharge, GERD, depression, and insomnia.

ALLERGIES: AUGMENTIN, MORPHINE, and CODEINE.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/19 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, made eye contact when spoken to and was cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/78, pulse 82, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 96%.

GU: On her brief, there is a fairly good amount of yellow gray discharge. No blood noted, but odor noted and palpation to the lower pelvic area did not elicit pain response.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She continues to ambulate independently. She has now progressed to some unsteadiness. She did have a fall about a week and a half ago with bruising. No edema.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. She did not attempt to speak. She maintains speech capacity but it has become limited and only a few words here and there that are at times on point but often out of context.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bacterial vaginosis this is presented based on the discharge and the odor noted. Flagyl 500 mg qq.12h x7 days and will follow up thereafter.
