CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 70-year-old male seen in his room. He was resting comfortably, but cooperative to his labs being reviewed. After we did so, his question was what is the plan. I explained to him that with his chronic alcohol use, family was not able to dissertation what his true cognitive state was and thus he ended up in a memory care facility and that maybe with time, it will be discussion he can have with his family as to whether they think that he is okay to return home or whether he can live in assisted living which is not a locked unit. I think right now that he is planning his drinking and so he is going to do what he needs to in order to be able to have that freedom.
MEDICATIONS: Namenda 10 mg q.d., Remeron 7.5 mg h.s., Protonix 40 mg q.d, a.c. and D3 2000 units q.d.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably. He is alert, made eye contact, cooperative and interactive.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently and overall he looked cleaned up in comparison to my initial visit with him.

NEURO: Speech is clear. His orientation is x2 to 3. He is quick to ask questions on his own behalf.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Transaminitis. AST and ALT elevated at 88 and 87, not surprising given his ETOH use in a couple of months we will recheck those values. So renal function and electrolytes WNL as were TP and ALB.
2. CBC and TSH also WNL. No intervention required.
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
