CC: Family concerns about the patient’s gait stability.

HPI: A 95-year-old seen in room, daughter present. She was quite verbal about wine therapy for her mother thinking that she was not as steady as she could be and then she rattled off a number of falls that she states that it have happened in the facility including recently and some that her mother has told her about the unit nurse looking through incident reports and other nursing notes she is not able to find any recent fall documentation. Regardless the patient feels unsteady then she did not particularly states that she did, but would do what she needed to give her to reassure her children. She currently ambulates independently.
DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia, BPSD has been tempered, anxiety disorder, HTN, CKD and glaucoma.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 5 mg q.d., citalopram 20 mg q.d., dorzolamide left eye b.i.d., Haldol 0.5 mg b.i.d., Lamictal 25 mg q.a.m., Lumigan left eye q.d., MVI q.d., telmisartan 20 mg b.i.d., timolol left eye b.i.d., and vitamin E 400 IU q.d.
ALLERGIES: FLAGYL and IVP DYE.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-developed and well-nourished female, seated quietly, but engaged.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/66, pulse 63, temperature 97.5, respirations 17, O2 sat 95% and weight 156.4 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently. No lower extremity edema. She moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x2. Makes eye contact when speaking. Affect congruent with what she is saying and her speech is clear.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Gait instability. Per family concerns PT ordered through Focus on Function. The patient states that she was up for it so we will see what they have to offer.
2. General care. CBC, CMP and TSH ordered.
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
