CC: Gum/dental pain.

HPI: A 59-year-old seen in room. There was a note that he had requested a Keppra level. I toke him the actual lab sheet and showed him a Keppra level that was from 03/08/22 at 21.1 which is in the middle of normal. He was satisfied with that. We were then able to make out that he was complaining of mouth/dental pain. He has poor dentition, several teeth missing and evident dental caries. When I asked where the pain was, he just circled his mouth indicating all of it.
DIAGNOSES: CVA late effects of right side hemiplegia, dysphagia, expressive aphasia, asthma, COPD, HLD, depression, HTN, seizure disorder and peripheral neuropathy.

MEDICATIONS: MVI gummy form two q.d., Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d., asa 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., budesonide b.i.d., citalopram 10 mg q.d., docusate 200 mg b.i.d., Lasix 20 mg q.d., gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d., Pepcid 10 mg q.d., Keppra 750 mg b.i.d., lisinopril 10 mg q.d., and D3 gummies 5000 IU q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, watching television in room, no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 95/58, pulse 69, temperature 97.0, respirations 18, and weight 203.4 pounds, a weight loss of 3 pounds in 30 days. BMI is 30 which is the high end of the overweight category.

HEENT: Oral: He had moist oral mucosa, missing teeth primarily in the molar distribution. He has other teeth with early dental cary evident. No evidence of drainage or abscess to palpation.
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CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R, or G.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Clear right side hemiplegia. No LEE. He does move his left arm.

NEURO: Orientation x2 to 3. He grunts and motions to communicate his needs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Possible infected cavity. Amoxicillin 500 mg t.i.d. for seven days and Anbesol topical analgesic for gums to be applied up to four times a day p.r.n. and that can be kept in his room.
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
