HPI: An 88-year-old with complaints of nausea and diarrhea, sent to INTEGRIS Southwest on 06/04/22. UA negative for UTI. Labs WNL as was a CT of her abdomen and pelvis. The patient was given Zofran with relief of nausea and vomiting. She states that her diarrhea resolved that evening as well. She has had normal p.o. intake since then. She denies any abdominal pain and there has been no change in her diet.
DIAGNOSES: Pancreatic insufficiency, GERD, dysphagia, left-sided hemiparesis, and peripheral neuropathy.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/13/22.

ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA, AMITRIPTYLINE, and HYDROCODONE.

DIET: NCS mechanical soft with nectar-thick liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient well groomed, awake, watching television, no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/60, pulse 64, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and weight 139.6 pounds, a weight loss of one-pound in 30 days.

RESPIRATORY: Clear lung fields. Normal effort. No wheezing, rales, or rhonchi.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R, or G.

ABDOMEN: Slightly protuberant and nontender. Bowel sounds present.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She is able to give information. Explained that she believes that her GI distress was because she ate some fruit without having taken one of her Creon tablets and that upset her whole GI system which is feasible.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Nausea and vomiting alleviated. She now has a p.r.n. Zofran script which I told her is available and how it is to be taken.
