HPI: A 92-year-old with a history of reflux, has been on Prilosec 20 mg h.s. and a script was written by a subspecialist that she saw and now to continue on the medication, needs a script from me. She has a history of reflux. She states that she has tried to go without the medication, but returns to it given her symptoms. She is pleasant, able to give information and make her needs known.
DIAGNOSES: GERD, CHF, atrial fibrillation, HTN, cardiac arrhythmia with pacemaker, and gait instability.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/20/22 note.

ALLERGIES: COUMADIN and REGLAN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert, elderly female, seated comfortably in rocker.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 147/76, pulse 68, temperature 97.2, respirations 16, and weight 117 pounds.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with a walker. She has a stoop posture. No lower extremity edema. She moves arms in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3. Speech clear. Gives information. Fairly good short and long-term memory.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: GERD. Prilosec 20 mg q.d. and 90-day supply with four refills.
