CC: Request p.r.n. pain medication.
HPI: An 82-year-old in room, lying in bed as per usual. When asked if she gets out of bed, she states pretty much no, in bed the whole day. The reason to see her was stated for her complaints of heartburn and gas. When I asked her about this, she seemed surprised and stated that no, she thought that she should have some pain medication available if she had a headache. In looking at her medications, she does not have anything p.r.n. such as Tylenol and she stated that she thought that would work for her headache. 
DIAGNOSES: ABLA post-GI bleed, O2 dependent CHF, CAD, HTN, glaucoma and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/27/22.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably. 

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/68, pulse 60, temperature 98.0, respirations 18, O2 sat 96%, and weight 143 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Repositions herself in bed, self-transfers and is in a manual wheelchair that she can propel but SOB is the limiting factor. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3, can reference for date and time. She had short-term memory deficits. Speech is clear. Voices her needs and is social.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pain management. P.r.n. Tylenol – she currently has 500 mg. She would like to have two tablets at a time q.8h. p.r.n. for headache and that order is written.
