CC: UA review.

HPI: An 83-year-old who had complaints of dysuria. UA done on 06/06/22 returns today with a high level of WBCs and specimen is clean catch. She stated that she continues to have dysuria. I have prescribed Azo and encouraged her to continue to take two to three per day. I did tell her that in the interim, I would go ahead and prescribe something to help alleviate some of her discomfort and if the final results are not sensitive to Macrobid, we will order something else. 
DIAGNOSES: CKD stage III, anxiety disorder, and diastolic CHF with valvular disease. 
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/24/22 note.

ALLERGIES: CELEBREX, CIPRO, EES, LISINOPRIL, METFORMIN, SULFA, VALDECOXIB.
DIET: Renal.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient alert, in her recliner. 

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/72, pulse 75, temperature 97.0, respirations 18, and weight 192.4 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength and trace ankle edema. She moves arms in a somewhat normal range of motion.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Orientation x 2. She can reference for date and time. Speech can be mumbled. She has clear short-term memory deficits.

SKIN: Thin, dry and intact. Fair turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dysuria. UA shows 500 leukocytes, but C&S not available. We will start Keflex 500 mg q.12h. x 3 days.
