CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 85-year-old with major depressive disorder and osteoporosis, seen today in room with baseline labs since she is a new admit. The patient was pleasant and cooperative, understood given information. The patient did bring up that she had fallen in her room about three days ago landing on her right side and stated that she has got some right-sided hip pain. She states it is uncomfortable with weightbearing and uncomfortable to lie on, but then adds that it is getting better. She was able to ambulate in the room. However, she seemed careful about how she sat and repositioned herself. 
DIAGNOSES: Major depressive disorder, osteoporosis, history of pelvic fracture, OAB, and history of urinary retention.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from admit medications.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from admit medications.

CODE STATUS: Full code. She has an advance directive but no DNR. We will address this next visit.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert, well-groomed female, in no distress.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently, but did hold onto kitchen counter when she went to seat herself and appeared uncomfortable repositioning. She has no lower extremity edema.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Palpation of the right anterolateral hip area elicited pain to deep palpation of muscle and soft tissue areas. There is no leg length discrepancy noted and no limp.
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NEURO: She made eye contact. Speech is clear. Affect congruent with what she is saying, able to make her needs known and cooperative.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right lateral hip and gluteal pain secondary to fall. Right hip and pelvic x-ray ordered three views and we will follow up. I have ordered Tylenol Arthritis 650 mg b.i.d. routine and we will go from there.
