CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 83-year-old with unspecified dementia, observed being walked around the unit by a family member who was visiting. He seemed a little unsteady, but was able to walk with minimal support by the family member and they went around three laps. I spoke with his DIL afterwards and she stated that he told her that he needed to lie down once they were done and that he was napping peacefully. She states that she wants to come more routinely and get him up and walking which I think is a great idea.
DIAGNOSES: BPSD which appears to be non-medically managed, depression and senile diarrhea.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/23/22 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with cut meat.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Thin male, alert and ambulating with family.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 150/78, pulse 80, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, and weight 163 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has fair neck and truncal stability. He can be a bit unsteady in his gait, but walks at a fairly good pace. No lower extremity edema. He has got good muscle mass and improving motor strength.

NEURO: Orientation x 1, recognizes family but does not always remember names or relationships. He says a few words at a time. He can voice his needs and resistance to care and irritability appear decreased.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. No breakdown noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Lab review. CMP, CBC and a screening TSH are all WNL. No treatment indicated. 
2. HTN. He has had noted some elevation in his BPs. We will order daily BP and heart rate checks for the next two weeks. We will then review and see if medication is indicated.
