PROGRESS NOTE

CHIEF COMPLAINT: Abdominal pain.

HPI: The patient is a 67-year-old Iraqi female who was initially evaluated in the office on 11/04/2021. At that time, she presented with abdominal pain of several months’ duration. She had denied symptoms of diarrhea, constipation, chest pain or weight loss. The patient was felt to require workup for abnormal EKG, abdominal pain and findings of edema. The patient is now seen in followup.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Amlodipine 10 mg one daily.

2. Hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with enlarged heart and congestive heart failure.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a Muslim. There is no history of cigarette smoking or alcohol use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Gastrointestinal: She does have history of gallstones.

Neck: She has stiffness and pain.

Review of system is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Current vital signs are not performed.

DATA REVIEW: Echocardiogram performed 12/21/2021, left ventricular ejection fraction 64%, trace aortic regurgitation, trace mitral regurgitation, trivial tricuspid regurgitation, and trace pulmonic regurgitation.

EKG is not performed at this time.

IMPRESSION: The patient is seen in followup. She has abdominal pain. She has no findings to suggest ischemic heart disease.
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
