Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mrs. Miller with COPD, mild hyponatremia and chronic atrial fibrillation.  She does have recurrent diarrhea that leads to dehydration and elevated creatinine levels, but she has been stable recently and has not had any diarrhea.  No nausea or vomiting.  She is feeling well.  Breathing is stable.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No confusion, no dizziness.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  She does not require oxygen and no edema.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  She is anticoagulated with Coumadin for the chronic atrial fibrillation.  She uses Norco as needed for pain low dose of 5/325 up to twice a day.

Physical Examination:  Her weight is 148 pounds and this is stable, blood pressure is 153/87, and pulse is 102.
Laboratory Data:  Most recent lab studies were done June 9, 2022, creatinine is 0.9 with estimated GFR greater than 60, albumin 4.2, calcium is 9, sodium 135 just mildly decreased, potassium 3.8, carbon dioxide 27, phosphorus 3.9, hemoglobin 14.5 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  Mild hyponatremia without symptoms, chronic atrial fibrillation, and COPD.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every six months.  She will be rechecked by this practice in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. The patient verbalized understanding.
