Dear Mrs. Beatty:

This is a followup for Mr. Defrance who has chronic kidney disease, diabetes, and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  Comes in person.  Left-sided ear cancer surgery completed.  Denies change of appetite.  Weight appears up.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Urine without infection, cloudiness or blood.  Problems of insomnia.  Chronic edema left more than right.  No localized ulcers.  Review of system otherwise is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Lasix, Norvasc and clonidine.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure is high 162/60 on the left-sided, atrial fibrillation less than 90.  No localized rales, wheezes, consolidation or pleural effusion.  There is an aortic systolic murmur, which is chronic.  Minor carotid bruits.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No ascites, masses, or tenderness.  2 to 3+ edema worse on the left comparing to the right, which is chronic.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 1.8 which is baseline.  Sodium, potassium and acid base normal.  Present GFR close to 35 stage IIIB.  Normal calcium, albumin, and phosphorus.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB stable overtime, no progression.  No indication for dialysis.  No evidence of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.
2. Diabetic nephropathy.
3. Atrial fibrillation, takes no rate control medications, anticoagulated with Xarelto.
4. Hypertension poorly controlled, needs to be checked before we adjust medications, on maximal dose Norvasc, we could increase clonidine or add other blood pressure medicines.
5. Congestive heart failure with normal ejection fraction without decompensation.
6. Moderate aortic stenosis, clinically stable overtime.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in the next 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
