PATIENT NAME: Groves, Luke
DATE OF SERVICE: 06/13/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of lower abdominal pain. He states he was seen by Dr. Nelson at West Texas Urology Clinic about five weeks ago and was given Flomax 0.4 mg daily for urinary frequency. Flomax is helping him partially. He finished 30 days of Flomax and he is going to call Dr. Nelson for refill. He has slight burning while passing urine at times.

PLAN: Urinalysis and urine culture to be done. CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis and chest x-ray will be ordered because of the abdominal pain and weight loss. The patient weighed 191 pounds on 11/16/2021 and now he weighs 186.5 pounds. He feels tired also. We had done a blood test at last visit on 05/18/2022 and they were slightly abnormal. We have started him on levothyroxine 25 mcg daily at that time because the TSH was slightly high. His PSA was normal. His vitamin B12 was low and we had advised him take vitamin B12 1000 mcg over-the-counter.
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
