PATIENT NAME: Crawford, Reta
DATE OF SERVICE: 06/13/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for transitional care. She had rectal bleeding and initially she went to the emergency room at Odessa Regional Medical Center on 05/26/2022. We did not have any gastroenterologist on call and the patient was transferred to Lubbock. She was admitted at Lubbock from 05/26/2022 to 05/30/2022. She needed 2 units of packed red cells. Her hemoglobin was about 6.7. Upper endoscopy showed evidence of gastritis. Colonoscopy showed evidence of diverticulosis of colon and colonic polyp. The patient feels better.
PLAN: The patient’s blood pressure is slightly high and family will restart Catapres TTS patch. The patient is currently taking spironolactone also and her blood pressure has improved. The patient advised to use metamucil or fiber for diagnosis of diverticulosis of colon. CBC and CMP will be done today. The patient will be seen again in three months. We have reviewed reports of upper endoscopy and sigmoidoscopy done at UMC Health System Lubbock. Upper endoscopy had shown large Zenker's diverticulum which was not suitable for surgery. Colonoscopy report is pending, but the patient had sigmoid colonoscopy done initially. The patient also had biopsy of the colonic polyp in the rectum which was hyperplastic polyp. There was a polyp in the transverse colon, it was tubular adenoma negative for high-grade dysplasia.
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
