PATIENT NAME: Voorhies, Terry
DATE OF SERVICE: 06/13/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient was admitted at Odessa Regional Medical Center from 06/05/22 to 06/08/2022 with near syncopal episode. The patient was advised not to take muscle relaxant tizanidine and Tylenol with Codeine. He had epidural steroid injection in the back today morning with Dr. Gundlapalli and he is going to give one more injection after one week. We also reviewed his medical records at Odessa Regional Medical Center.
The patient complaints of back pain and we advised him that it will be okay to take Tylenol with Codeine and he will follow up with Dr. Sai Gundlapalli. His near syncopal episode could be from tizanidine or Flomax. He states he is taking Flomax for a long time and he will continue Flomax. He is advised to discontinue tizanidine. The patient had MRI of his brain at Odessa Regional Medical Center and it showed changes in the skull, bones, and metastatic disease or multiple myeloma was suggested.
PLAN: The patient will be referred to Dr. Kaczor  and appointment is made for 06/15/2022 for abnormal skull x-ray findings on the MRI of his brain. The patient had elevated PSA in the past and he has taken Lupron injection from Dr. Kaczor. Dr. Kaczor is monitoring his PSA.
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
