REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies double vision. Denies blurred vision. He states pain is approximately 4/10 and increased with nothing.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 139/80.

Temperature 97.6.

HEENT: Normal. Eyes: Left eye has erythematous conjunctiva. No discharge present. Visual Acuity: The patient counts fingers with no difficulties. Peripheral vision is normal. PERL. EOM full range of motion. Orbit/Lids: No erythema, no edema, no tenderness to palpation, and no step-off. Funduscopic Exam: Red reflex is normal. No AV nicking. No cotton wool spots. No retinal detachment. No retinal hemorrhage.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No paradoxical motion. No respiratory distress.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Sensory and motor functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Conjunctivitis left.

2. ADHD.

3. Medication refill.

The patient was discharged with the following medications.

1. TobraDex 0.3%/0.1% suspension two drops t.i.d. for 10 days, 10 mL.

2. Adderall 30 mg, take one p.o. daily.
